Acclaimed producer/DJ, MELVV, is back with another incredible collaboration; “Restart” is available now HERE. The single arrives today alongside a technicolor lyric video – streaming now HERE – and features iconic vocals from Asa Taccone of Electric Guest along with the DJ’s signature blend of psychedelic synths, hypnotic vocal production, and mesmerizing energy. The entrancing and relatable track will have you vibing all weekend long!

“Right after we got demo vocals down, Asa [Taccone] and I hopped in his car and cruised around Silver Lake, blasting it in the speakers with the windows down,” MELVV recalls. “It’s one of those moments that takes me back to pre-quarantine.”
MELVV kicked off summer with his intoxicating single “Nectarines (feat. Royal & the Serpent).” The bounce-driven single was joined by a colorful and quirky video companion video, which premiered via Earmilk. The outlet praised the irresistible track as “much needed festival vibes for any quarantine playlist.”  
“Nectarines” marked MELVV’s first label release since last year’s “Right Side Up (Feat. Manila Killa & Sophie Black).” Hailed by EDM.com for “his unique ability to blend future pop and house music,” MELVV has fast proven one of today’s most compelling electronic artists. The Milwaukee-based DJ has unfurled a steady stream of original tracks, alongside remixes for such like-minded artists as Whethan, Petit Biscuit, and San Holo, to name but a few. In addition, his recent series of “MELVV Mondays” showcases idiosyncratically reworked versions of tracks by Charli XCX, Four Tet, Mura Masa, and Skrillex, all streaming now at his official YouTube channel.
Electric Guest is an undeniably cool and mega-talented acclaimed pop duo who made their Atlantic Records debut last year, when their third full-length LP KIN was met instantly with critical acclaim – including from Associated Press who declared: “KIN is a breezy confection of fiendishly clever pop hooks.” The songs that make up the album were primarily written at lead singer Asa Taccone’s home in Los Angeles where the guys would crowd test the material during parties and barbecues attended by their nearest and dearest – including members of Haim, Sir Sly, HEALTH, and others in the Los Angeles musical community. From winning an Emmy for “Dick In A Box” and writing many other SNL Digital Short faves, to being the only feature on Carly Rae Jepsen’s latest album, to winning a Grammy for co-writing/co-producing Portugal. The Man’s “Feel It Still,” these guys have quite the story behind them. Both extremely collaborative creators, Taccone and Compton also have recent credits on tracks for artists ranging from Cold War Kids to Aminé.
