Visionary DJ/producer Whethan has released the latest remix from his groundbreaking debut album FANTASY. “Grunge house” legend, Saint Punk, hopped on Whethan’s single “All In My Head (feat. grandson)” and transformed the acclaimed original track into an explosive, rock-inspired banger! “All In My Head (feat. grandson) (Saint Punk Remix)” is available now HERE. 

“‘All In My Head’ is one of my favorite tracks on Fantasy,” Whethan says. “grandson came to my house, we cooked up the beat and recorded it the same day. I’m excited to have Saint Punk on the remix and can’t wait for you to hear what they did with it."

"I love the vibe of the original record,” Saint Punk shared. “I’m all about that dirty 70s rock sound. I just wanted to emphasize that and add a little disco-esque dance flair to it."
The genre-blending original track was released last year as part of Whethan’s groundbreaking debut album FANTASY. Upon its release, Billboard labeled the track “an alt-bop explosion good enough to leave on repeat,” Earmilk raved “The young 20-year-old producer knocks it out of the park with this one” and SPIN named the track one of its favorite tracks of 2020. 
“All In My Head (feat. grandson) (Saint Punk Remix)” arrives on the heels of an impressive string of remixes from Whethan. The visionary artist and his longtime collaborator and friend Oliver Tree, tapped global superstar DJ Tchami for an incredible remix of their track “Freefall.” Whethan then recruited one of the fastest growing names in electronic music, Midnight Kids for an epic remix of his track “Stay Forever (feat STRFKR)” and most recently, Whethan tapped future pop DJ Biicla for an impressive rework of his track “Hurting on Purpose (feat K.Flay).” These impressive remixes, and more, will be included on the Fantasy remix compilation – due this Spring.

ABOUT WHETHAN
Whethan has quickly become one of electronic dance music’s most in-demand artists, spanning superstar collaborations, blockbuster remixes, and his own extraordinary solo output. Born Ethan Snoreck, the 21-year-old, Chicago-based producer has unleashed a steady stream of viral smashes, making history in 2016 as the youngest ever artist on Australia’s hugely influential Future Classics label while also winning over famous fans including EDM icon Skrillex. 

2018 saw the long awaited release of Whethan’s debut EP, LIFE OF A WALLFLOWER VOL. 1, which included collaborations with HONNE, Bipolar Sunshine, Oh Wonder, and Broods, among others, earned widespread critical applause, with Billboard raving, “The whole collection of songs plays perfectly into Whethan’s pastel-colored sonic palette. It’s soft as petals falling in the breeze, but just as bright and intoxicating as cherry blossom perfume. His super-clean production makes even rough-edged noise sound cute. Really, it’s just freakin’ fun.”

This past fall saw the release of Whethan’s highly anticipated debut album FANTASY which featured an array of chart-topping artists such as Oliver Tree, Chrome Sparks, Jaymes Young, Grouplove, The Wombats, The Knocks, Mr Gabriel, The Front Bottoms and RL Grime. The genre-bending album launched Whethan into “one of the most sought-after names in dance music” (FLAUNT), receiving instant praise from outlets such as EDM.com which raved, “FANTASY acutely blends Whethan's quirky avant-electronica sound with the perfect punch of retro pop and rock undertones, making it the perfect display of talent and creativity for the young producer” Dancing Astronaut lauded “Whethan has proven time and time again that talent and uncompromising dedication eclipse all else. Fantasy is both a testament to that unwavering grind, but also an exercise in letting one’s imagination run wild” and This Song is Sick labeled the project “a work of art.”
In addition to his recorded work, Whethan has lit up crowds at countless clubs and top festivals, including Coachella, Lollapalooza, the Billboard Hot 100 Music Festival, Outside Lands, SXSW, and Electric Daisy Carnival, as well as a sold out co-headline show at Morrison, CO’s iconic Red Rocks Amphitheatre and a headline performance at MTV’s Snowglobe Music Festival in South Lake Tahoe, CA.

ABOUT SAINT PUNK: 

Utilizing his rock background, Saint Punk creates the perfect blend of grunge roots with today’s evolving electronic scene, producing a new style of enticing dance music that has been coined as “Grunge House.” 
Saint Punk has spent the last year chronicling his frustrations with civil rights inequalities by releasing a string of singles to soundtrack to the undeniably revolutionary times of 2020. His social injustice-focused productions began with "Molotov Cocktail,” which released on his own imprint Grafitti Records and received support from artists like What So Not, Black Tiger Sex Machine, and Codeko. Other activism-fueled releases include “Fight” on Don Diablo’s Generation HEX label, which Forbes called “aggressive, gritty and energetic,” “It’s Alright (Not),” which marked Saint Punk’s debut on Martin Garrix’s label STMPD, and “Light ‘Em Up'' on Thrive. 
Saint Punk also collaborated with Swedish trio Brohug for “Brake” which released via Armada and was rinsed by superstar DJs such as David Guetta, Afrojack, Oliver Heldens and Dimitri Vegas & Like Mike. Most recently, Saint Punk remixed Ookay & Cesqeaux’s “The Pit” for Ookay’s label The Woodwerk. Racking up releases in early 2020 with Big Beat, Monstercat, Bite This!, and Atlantic with his official remix of grandson’s “Die Young,” Saint Punk has shown no signs of slowing down. 
To begin 2021, Saint Punk made his Monstercat debut with “Empty Bed” which has had major support worldwide from Black Tiger Sex Machine, Drezo, Fedde Le Grand, Apashe, Marten Horger, JSTJR, and many more. Even amidst a global pandemic Saint Punk has continued to keep up a constant and hard-hitting schedule of track showing no sign of slowing down throughout 2021.
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
