Visionary DJ/producer Whethan, along with his longtime friend and collaborator Oliver Tree, has recruited global superstar DJ Tchami for an incredible new remix streaming now HERE.  

"Tchami is one of my favorite DJs and has some of the most consistent main stage bangers,” Whethan shared. “I knew his signature style would bring ‘Freefall’ even further out of this world."

The propulsive original track was featured on Whethan’s groundbreaking debut album FANTASY, released last fall. The acclaimed single marked the latest and perhaps greatest collaboration between the Chicago-based electronic artist and the one and only Oliver Tree, following five co-written/co-produced tracks featured on Tree’s chart-topping debut album, Ugly is Beautiful. “The two artists continue to prove why they are a match made in collaborative heaven with their latest release,” raved EDM.com. “‘Freefall’ features Oliver’s charismatic vocals paired with Whethan’s carefree synths and bouncy rhythms. ABOUT WHETHAN
Whethan has quickly become one of electronic dance music’s most in-demand artists, spanning superstar collaborations, blockbuster remixes, and his own extraordinary solo output. Born Ethan Snoreck, the 21-year-old, Chicago-based producer has unleashed a steady stream of viral smashes, making history in 2016 as the youngest ever artist on Australia’s hugely influential Future Classics label while also winning over famous fans including EDM icon Skrillex. 

2018 saw the long awaited release of Whethan’s debut EP, LIFE OF A WALLFLOWER VOL. 1, which included collaborations with HONNE, Bipolar Sunshine, Oh Wonder, and Broods, among others, earned widespread critical applause, with Billboard raving, “The whole collection of songs plays perfectly into Whethan’s pastel-colored sonic palette. It’s soft as petals falling in the breeze, but just as bright and intoxicating as cherry blossom perfume. His super-clean production makes even rough-edged noise sound cute. Really, it’s just freakin’ fun.”

This past fall saw the release of Whethan’s highly anticipated debut album FANTASY which featured an array of chart-topping artists such as Oliver Tree, Chrome Sparks, Jaymes Young, Grouplove, The Wombats, The Knocks, Mr Gabriel, The Front Bottoms and RL Grime. The genre-bending album launched Whethan into “one of the most sought-after names in dance music” (FLAUNT), receiving instant praise from outlets such as EDM.com which raved, “FANTASY acutely blends Whethan's quirky avant-electronica sound with the perfect punch of retro pop and rock undertones, making it the perfect display of talent and creativity for the young producer” Dancing Astronaut lauded “Whethan has proven time and time again that talent and uncompromising dedication eclipse all else. Fantasy is both a testament to that unwavering grind, but also an exercise in letting one’s imagination run wild” and This Song is Sick labeled the project “a work of art.”
In addition to his recorded work, Whethan has lit up crowds at countless clubs and top festivals, including Coachella, Lollapalooza, the Billboard Hot 100 Music Festival, Outside Lands, SXSW, and Electric Daisy Carnival, as well as a sold out co-headline show at Morrison, CO’s iconic Red Rocks Amphitheatre and a headline performance at MTV’s Snowglobe Music Festival in South Lake Tahoe, CA.

Dubbed by Billboard as “Alt-pop's merry prankster,” Oliver Tree's debut album ‘Ugly is Beautiful’ has earned raves from HYPEBEAST (“...somewhere between a meme and creative polymath”) Interview (“With Ugly is Beautiful...the Gen-Z jester has declared his arrival onto the internet’s airwaves”) and more. ‘Ugly Is Beautiful’ debuted at #1 on Billboard’s Top Rock Albums Chart and Alternative Albums Chart, and in the Top 15 on the Billboard 200. As if that wasn’t enough, he celebrated the release of 'Ugly Is Beautiful' by breaking the Guinness World Record for building (and crashing) the world's largest scooter and is on his way to becoming a fashion icon.

ABOUT TCHAMI:
Parisian producer and DJ Tchami has built a loyal fanbase on both sides of the Atlantic with his genre-defying sound and unique brand of spiritual house music. 

Widely-known as the founding father of the Future/House genre, Tchami changed the dance music scene forever with era-defining tracks including ‘Afterlife’, ‘Adieu’ and ‘Promesses’ - with the latter catapulting him into dance-music royalty, racking in over 50 million streams across platforms. Since then, Tchami has generated over 475 million global streams, toured alongside superstars like Skrillex, Diplo, DJ Snake and Malaa, and performed at world-renowned festivals Coachella, Lollapalooza, Creamfields, Ultra and Tomorrowland to name but five.

Tchami has been supported by key tastemaker publications including Billboard, Complex, Rolling Stone, Forbes, VICE and Variety, while also gracing the cover of Spotify’s most notable playlists including MINT, New Music Friday, Cratediggers and more. 

A versatile producer with appeal that stretches far beyond the dance floor, Tchami caught the eye of pop-icon Lady Gaga, who enlisted him to co-produce her latest album GRAMMY-nominated CHROMATICA. Tchami is credited for working on four singles from the album, including her first release ‘Stupid Love’, collaboration with Ariana Grande ‘Rain On Me’, as well as ‘100 Doves’ and ‘Babylon.’ As a long-time producer and friend of Lady Gaga, Tchami has also worked on her earlier hits ‘Applause' and 'Sexxx Dreams’ from her 2014 album Artpop, cementing his status as one the industry’s most sought after producers. 

Following the release of his debut album Year Zero, which was conceived in LA, Paris and London, Year Zero exudes renewal, a creative rebirth. Drawing on musical culture and various experiences, Year Zero remains very personal regardless of its genre. Amongst the album tracks are standout double-single releases ‘Born Again’ / ‘Buenos Aires’ and ‘Proud’ / ‘Ghosts’, as well as collaborations with US GRAMMY-nominated rapper Gunna and singer ZHU.

As we continue into the new year, Tchami will continue to spearhead his successful label Confession as he braces for the return of global touring in support of his new album. 
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
