As part of Big Beat White Label’s mission of bringing you the newest in creative sound, the acapella will be made available online to give up-and-coming producers the opportunity to put their creative touch on the track. 

The release comes in tandem with the announcement of Whethan’s “Savage Tour,” which kicks off in January in Virginia Beach before continuing across North America and concluding in Vancouver in February. Already having toured with Vanic and Flosstradamus in 2016 and performed at HARD Music Festival, North Coast Music Festival, Freaky Deaky, Snow Globe, Electric Forest & Up North Music and Arts Festival, it was only time for him to take it to the next level with his own headlining slot.
