Visionary producer Whethan has recruited electronic heavyweight Flux Pavilion for an impressive remix of “Upside Down (feat Grouplove)” from Whethan’s groundbreaking debut album FANTASY. “Upside Down (feat Grouplove) (Flux Pavilion Remix)” is available now HERE. The hypnotizing remix will be featured on Whethan’s upcoming remix compilation Fantasy: Remixed, out Friday, March 26th. 
"Flux was one of my favorite acts when I was first getting into music,” Whethan shared. “When I first heard ‘I Can’t Stop’ I was so inspired by it, I knew I had to be involved in that world. This remix is a combination of so many different worlds and styles and I’m honored Flux would want to hop on the remix."

“A big fan of Whethan since day one,” Flux Pavilion shared, “it's been a pleasure watching him explore his sound and his newest album is a treat. When I heard ‘Upside Down’ I had an instant idea and its extraction from my brain was as organic as it could be. I don't know what genre it is, but it feels right to me.”
The genre-blending original track was released last year as part of Whethan’s groundbreaking debut album FANTASY. Upon its release, Billboard labeled the track a “rainbow rocket,” EDM.com praised the song as “a dreamy tune that frequent listeners of either artist will enjoy as it's the perfect blend of both their sounds” and L’Officiel joined in the praises stating “you won't be able to help dancing around to one of 2020's most energizing releases.”
This latest remix adds to the impressive remixes Whethan has dropped from his debut album. First, the visionary artist and his longtime collaborator and friend Oliver Tree, tapped global superstar DJ Tchami for an incredible remix of their track “Freefall.” Whethan then recruited one of the fastest growing names in electronic music, Midnight Kids for an epic remix of his track “Stay Forever (feat STRFKR),” then future pop DJ Biicla hoped on for an impressive rework of his track “Hurting on Purpose (feat K.Flay),” and most recently, grunge house legend Saint Punk put his spin on the acclaimed track “All In My Head (feat grandson).”

ABOUT WHETHAN
Whethan has quickly become one of electronic dance music’s most in-demand artists, spanning superstar collaborations, blockbuster remixes, and his own extraordinary solo output. Born Ethan Snoreck, the 21-year-old, Chicago-based producer has unleashed a steady stream of viral smashes, making history in 2016 as the youngest ever artist on Australia’s hugely influential Future Classics label while also winning over famous fans including EDM icon Skrillex. 

2018 saw the long awaited release of Whethan’s debut EP, LIFE OF A WALLFLOWER VOL. 1, which included collaborations with HONNE, Bipolar Sunshine, Oh Wonder, and Broods, among others, earned widespread critical applause, with Billboard raving, “The whole collection of songs plays perfectly into Whethan’s pastel-colored sonic palette. It’s soft as petals falling in the breeze, but just as bright and intoxicating as cherry blossom perfume. His super-clean production makes even rough-edged noise sound cute. Really, it’s just freakin’ fun.”

This past fall saw the release of Whethan’s highly anticipated debut album FANTASY which featured an array of chart-topping artists such as Oliver Tree, Chrome Sparks, Jaymes Young, Grouplove, The Wombats, The Knocks, Mr Gabriel, The Front Bottoms and RL Grime. The genre-bending album launched Whethan into “one of the most sought-after names in dance music” (FLAUNT), receiving instant praise from outlets such as EDM.com which raved, “FANTASY acutely blends Whethan's quirky avant-electronica sound with the perfect punch of retro pop and rock undertones, making it the perfect display of talent and creativity for the young producer” Dancing Astronaut lauded “Whethan has proven time and time again that talent and uncompromising dedication eclipse all else. Fantasy is both a testament to that unwavering grind, but also an exercise in letting one’s imagination run wild” and This Song is Sick labeled the project “a work of art.”
In addition to his recorded work, Whethan has lit up crowds at countless clubs and top festivals, including Coachella, Lollapalooza, the Billboard Hot 100 Music Festival, Outside Lands, SXSW, and Electric Daisy Carnival, as well as a sold out co-headline show at Morrison, CO’s iconic Red Rocks Amphitheatre and a headline performance at MTV’s Snowglobe Music Festival in South Lake Tahoe, CA.

ABOUT FLUX PAVILION: 

Flux Pavilion’s polymath-like ability to involve himself in all aspects of music cannot be understated. Known as Joshua Steele to friends and family, Flux is a singer-songwriter, record producer and label owner who plays the drums, guitar, saxophone and piano. His achievements range from releasing his first vinyl at 19 years old to selling out the legendary Red Rocks Amphitheatre in Colorado twice, notching up a UK top 10 hit with Sway and having Kanye West & Jay Z sample his dance floor anthem ‘I Can’t Stop’ in addition to featuring in DJ Magazine’s Top 100 DJ’s 2015. Not bad for a guy who started out replaying jingles he’d heard on TV on his Casio keyboard.

 Influenced by the likes of David Bowie, The Beatles and Frank Zappa in the early years, it was when he heard The Prodigy and The Chemical Brothers that Flux Pavilion knew he had found a musical direction he truly wanted to explore for himself. A deluge of musical projects followed, writing instrumental hip hop and dirty drum & bass, joining local bands and producing for other acts all while studying at university. But the major turning point for this unquestionably talented musician was a visit to London superclub Fabric: 

“I never went to clubs because I didn’t feel accepted into that scene; it felt too showy, too well-groomed. Then I saw Rusko play at Fabric and it changed my perception of everything. He was jumping around wearing a big cardboard hat shaped like a bird playing the most outrageous music I had ever heard. I loved it.” 

From that day forth Flux Pavilion was destined to rise, first to the top of the dubstep scene, and then to the peak of electronic music the world over. His own label, Circus Records, started alongside childhood friend Doctor P with the backing of D&B pioneer DJ Swan-e and Earl Falconer of UB40, has been responsible for unleashing some of the most successful electronic music that the underground has to offer, launching the careers of scores of new talent in the process. 

Meanwhile Flux’s own output has gone from strength to strength, having worked on a diverse selection of original tracks and collaborations with Childish Gambino, Dillon Francis, Steve Aoki and Turin Brakes plus remixing for the likes of Skrillex, Jamiroquai, MIA and DJ Fresh. While most students are thinking about where to go on their gap year, Flux Pavilion was celebrating ‘I Can’t Stop’ being picked as Zane Lowe’s ‘Hottest Record in the World’ when at the time he was still living in student halls. Ever since, Flux’s music can now be found regularly cropping up in the playlists of MistaJam, Fearne Cotton and Eddy Temple Morris as well as drawing attention from Snoop Dogg, Dr Dre, Prodigy, Fat boy Slim and Christina Aguilera to name a few. Reaching new heights, Flux has recently been the first producer ever to be officially asked to remix the Star Wars theme song in what will surely be a highlight of his career to date. 

The intervening years have seen Flux notch up three headline US tours, two headline UK tours, DJ sets at every festival worth mentioning – from Glastonbury to Reading, Coachella to EDC Vegas and beyond – plus live performances with Example, Foreign Beggars and Chiddy Bang. In that time Flux has continued to develop his signature sound, retaining the all-important energy that The Prodigy and Rusko inspired him with in the early days and undoubtedly inspiring a generation of electronic music producers of his own in the process. 

Flux Pavilion’s debut album, “Tesla” was released back in 2015, over the 5 years following he built out his live experience performing live guitar, synth and singing; Flux Pavilion brought this musical element to his follow up album “.wav” out on Circus Records, maintaining his trailblazing and innovative spirit, with an array of modular synths, .wav returned us to analogue. 
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
